• Has made a significant achievement / contribution in improving the planning and or 
preparedness efforts of businesses.

Award of Excellence (Up to 5 awardees)
The Award of Excellence is designed to showcase individuals, groups and organizations with the 
following qualifications within the past two years:

• Employed or volunteers in the field of emergency preparedness, management, mitigation, 
response or planning.
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• Contributions must demonstrate efforts that go above and beyond the normal scope of 
their employment.

• Has made a significant achievement / contribution in improving the planning and or 
preparedness efforts of businesses.  

• Exemplary service and/or support to BICEPP.
• Service or contributions to an emergency preparedness or planning organization.

• A trophy recognizing this outstanding achievement
