employment.

the planning and or preparedness efforts of businesses.

e Has made a significant achievement / contribution in improving the planning and or
preparedness efforts of businesses.
e Exemplary service and / or support to BICEPP.
e Service or contributions to an emergency preparedness or planning organization.
